Some rules

•	 8 events, divided into 4 age categories, 
are organized:

•	  - 9 years old Boys and Girls (2010/2011)

•	  - 11 years old Boys and Girls (2008/2009)

•	  - 13 years old Boys and Girls (2006/2007)

•	  - 15 years old Boys and Girls (2004/2005)

•	  The enrolments to be done  individually 
or by the delegations. 

•	 Enrolment in Team’s Challenge is not 
required to play in the individual events 

•	 One player can participate in his age 
category event and/or in the age category 
one level higher if possible 

•	 At least 5 matches per player are 
guaranteed in each event. 

Three Challenges

•	 The biggest delegation

•	 The Team’s Challenge:
